Sectonl The name of this society shall be AThe Lucas County Agri c
Article Il - Membership
Section 1Any resident of Lucas County, State of Ohio, who is of legal age and shall pay into the treasury of this Society timeaauship
fee, as fixed by the members of the Society or its Board of Directors shall be a memkseSotibiy.
Section 2 A printed certificate of membership shall be issued to each member from a book in which duplicate stubs  d oatefitle
preserved. Such certificates shall be numbered consecutively. A list of all members shall béhkepoaiety office at the Lucas County Fair
Grounds at all times.
Section 3No person shall pay for or secure more than one membership and that membership must be for him or herself.
Section 4The annual membership fee shall be $15 per year. The dgeoty offer an earlpurchase discounted membership for only $10.
Dates of early purchase shall be determined annually.
Article 1l - Board of Directors
Section 1 The affairs of this Society shall be governed by a Board of Directors consisting of 1@rsémthhe 2002 fiscal year. The members of
the Board of Directors shall be members in the society in good standing: one third (1/3) or 6 of whom shall be eleetedfeaaltgrm of
three (3) years as hereinafter provided. The Board shall be reduiifteein (15) members by electing five (5) Directors for three (3) year terms
at each of the next three consecutive annual elections of the Board of Directors, commencing in 1990.

This
prohibition shall not apply to Directors tife Agricultural or officers of groups or organizations which lease the fairgrounds or portions thereof
for periods of time of not more than three (3) days.
Section 3Before electing officers at the annual meeting for the purpose, the newly electedrBisbetll take an oath before a competent
authority to properly perform the duties of the office of Director of the Lucas County Agricultural Society and to abelatwg of the State of
Ohio, the rules and regulations of the Department for agricuttéithe State of Ohio and the Constitution and Bylaws of this Society.
Article IV - Officers
Section 1Following the annual election of Directors, the Board of Directors shall meet no later than the first Saturday inaiahegoyripose
of electing dficers and at such meeting such other officers as the Board of Directors may deem necessary. The President, VicadPtesident a
Treasurer shall serve one year, the Secretary not more than three (3) years as the Board may determine, and eazitoesthsiare elected
and qualified. The President and Vice President must be Directors of the Lucas County Agricultural Society, but theaBecfeeasurer need
not be Directors of the Society. Any officer may be elected for successive terms.
Secton 2.The President shall preside at all meetings of the Society and at all meetings of the Board of Directors, preserveiateeantes
of the Department of Agriculture of the State of Ohio. He shall also enforce the Constitution, Bylaws, Riegwations of the Society. He
shall appoint all committees, except such as may be otherwise provided for, and perform all duties as naturally detlodvErnesatent of any
organization. In his absence or inability to serve as President, the Vitddnteshall perform his duties. If at any meetings of the Society or
Board of Directors, the President and the Vice President are both absent, the members of the Society or Board of{ineatase may be,
may choose one of their members to ad®@&sident proteome, for said meeting.

On behalf of the Board, this Committee shalltize af athrother
expenditures and departments as regards the matter of expenditures or policies of the Board.

Section 41t shall be the duty of the Finance Committee to audit the books of the Society at the closing or opening of eagtayear bocet
for the ensuing year and recommend expenditures, loan, discharge of loans, payments of interest, and make sure othéaitiensrasneiil
keep the Society in good financial standings.
Section 51t shall be the duty of the Grounds Committee to kbemtounds in proper condition as to walks, fences, repairs, replacement, etc.

This committee shall be charged with the responsibility of leasing or renting the grounds from time tatires tlegiring their
use for single events, the matter of leasing the grounds for longer periods of time being in the thenBleat] of Directors. The Chairman and
other members of the Grounds Committee shall receive such compensation for their expenses and time as the Boardroapadotors
Section 61t shall be the duty of the Committee of Privileges and Concetsiontrol the sale of all privileges and concessions during the
annual Fair. They will determine the location of the same in the rules concerning them.
Section 71t shall be the duty of the Committee on Printing and Publicity to direct all the pradimg by the Society and the advertising and
publicity work in connection with the annual Fair and other events promoted by the Society. It shall be their duty tthputieshium List
annually and to give such publicity to the newspapers to purchagdssedsuch advertising materials as will be deemed wise for the promotion
of the said annual Fair events.
Section 81t shall be the duty of the Ticket Committee to recommend the kinds and number of tickets for the annual Fair andtsthEnisve
Commitee shall have control of said tickets, appoint ticket sellers and ticket takers. It shall be the duty of this Cometutiae tine monies
from the ticket sellers and transmit the same promptly to the Secretary of this Society, taking an officidbrebem.
Section 91t shall be the duty of the Committee on Transportation to provide ways and means for the transportation of the gentrarglibli
from the Fair and other events.
Section 10It shall be the duty of the Committee on Entertainnaem Program to make such recommendations to the Board of Directors and
carry out such policies as will afford ample entertainment and systematic program throughout the week of Fair.
Section 111t shall be the duty of the Committee of Premium List taseethe Premium List soon after holding the annual Fair and before the
first day of January of each year and to make such recommendations for the same for ensuing year, as it is deemed wise.
Article VII - Meetings
Section 1The Board of Directors of the Lucas County Agricultural Society shall hold regular monthly meetings, in the office oktiye®oc
the date and time to be determined by the Board of Directors at their first meeting. The annual meeting of thef Elgetitor® shall be held
no earlier in any calendar year than the expiration of the annual Fair, nor later in any calendar year than the finst(3oetaper. Special
meetings of the Board of Directors and of the Secretary shall be held at the oédjuest (3) Directors or five (5) members. The Secretary shall
give the Director at least seven (7) days notice by mail of any special meeting of the Society. The majority of thehohiaedauimber of the
Board of Directors shall constitute a quardor the transaction of business.
Section 2The Board of Directors may, at their discretion, declare vacant the post of any Director who shall absent himseléfrom thre
consecutive regular meetings of the Board.
Section 3Any Officer of the Lucas Countigricultural Society Board of Directors missing two consecutive meetings will be removed from
their office, unless it is an unexpected emergency such as death in the family or illness. Election for vacant officeldiiomptly.
Article VIII - Books and Records
Section 1The membership roll and all records relating to membership, the minute book, the Treasurers books of receipts and déstalirsemen
check books and bank books and all other official records of the Lucas County Agricultural,Sioeirtjal or otherwise, shall be kept in the
office of the Lucas County Agricultural Society located on the Lucas County Fairgrounds.
Article IX - Amendments
Section 1The Constitution and/or Bylaws of the Lucas County Agricultural Society may be adheypdemajority vote of the membership
voting at the annual election for the Board of Director, or by a majority vote of the membership voting at the annuabitieetBuariety.
Section 2Amendments to Constitution and/or Bylaws may be proposed by:

b.) filing a petition with the Secretary of the Society at least fourteen (14) days prior to the annual meeting of the mémebers of
Sociey. Said petition shall set forth the proposed amendment and be signed by not less thafivev@iy members of the
Society.
Section 3An amendment proposed pursuant to a.) and b.) above must be published in at least (1) newspaper or generairncirooketi
County, not less than three (3) days, but if more than one (1) amendment is to be submitted at the same time, thesutumsitteel s to
enable the members to vote separately on each amendment.
Section 4In the year 2000, a proposed ameremt was set forth to change the number of directors on the Board from thirteen (13) to fifteen (15).
It was voted on and approved by the Lucas County membership in the 2000 annual election.
Section 5In the year 2002, a proposed amendment was set foctiienge the number of directors on the Board from fifteen (15) to nineteen
(29). It was voted on and approved by the Lucas County membership in the 2002 annual election.

Competition open to the world, except where noted in the rules governing each department.
Upon application of entries, every effort will be made to help exhibitor properly classify his or her exhibits. Exhibitors
must deliver their exhibits to the proper locations and place them in position according to the Director in Charge.
All entries shdl be made in the name of the bona fide owner.
Any exhibits or animals deemed unworthy will not be awarded premiums.
The Board of Directors will take reasonable precautions for the safety of persons and the reservation of livestock and
articles on exhibibn, but will not be held responsible for any loss or damage that may occur.
Only entries for classes in this catalogue will be accepted.
No Senior Fair exhibit is to be removed before 9:00 p.m. on Sundags specifically noted in the department rules.
Superintendents of all departments or their agents must be on the grounds between 8:00 a.m. and 12 midnight if
necessary the day preceding the fair, to accept and arrange all exhibits.
Only officers of the Agricultural Society shall be informed of thenbar and kinds of entries being made.
All animals must be in such a place and at such a time that the superintendent in charge shall direct and in accordance
with the official program.
No ribbons or cards received at other fairs will be allowed on digplthe Lucas County Fair.
Any exhibitors who interfere with the judge in any way during the deliberations will forfeit any and all premiums that
may be awarded them.
Any exhibitor lodging a protest must first deposit $50.00 (non refundable) with thee&Bgcrenich will be forfeited to
the Society, if protest is not sustained. All protests must be in writing, signed by the protester, and if it relates to the
award, must be presented on the day the awards are made. The Board of Directors will heastsll and their
decision shall be final.
The Board of Directors reserves the right to-@ate premiums according to funds.
At the discretion of the Fair Board, all premiums for all departments will be mailed, as soon after the fair as possible.
When he Society contracts to give exclusive privileges to any party to sell any article upon the grounds during the fair,
the Society only obligates itself use diligence to prevent any infringement on said right, but will not be responsible for
any violation ofsaid right. Parties owning privileges and knowing of any infringement of same must serve written notice
to the Secretary, giving names and witnesses.
Holders of concessions are themselves liable for any infractions of law and have no claim on theuntas C
Agricultural Society for refunds of fees paid.
Positively no bicycles or skateboards allowed on the fairgrounds during the Fair.
No alcoholic beverages will be allowed on the fairgrounds other than in the designated area.
Dogs must be on a leashadittimes while on the fairgrounds.
No trailers are allowed on the grounds unless:

a. They have a permit to be on the grounds.

b. They meet approval from the Director in Charge of the Junior Fair Horse or Livestock department.

c. They belong to an open classhéitor.
Trailers that do not belong on the grounds wil/ be r e
No vehicles are permitted on the midway between 10:30 a.m. and 12 midnight.
A professional exterminator hired by the Lucas County Agricultural Society sprays all buildings. No one is authorized t
spray any building other than the professional hired by the Fair Board. Any other person spraying in the buildings
accepts full liadity for their actions and releases the Fair Board.
It is not the Lucas County Agricultur al Societyds int
Any exhibitor who insults an employee of the Society, a Director or a judge shall forfeit all premidisizadirbe
excluded from exhibiting in the future.
Persons judging will not be allowed to exhibit in the departments they are judging.
If errors occur in the Official Fair Program and Premium Book, the Fair Board Executive Committee reserves the right t
make awards in accordance with correctly stated premiums of similar classes.
